I.B.C.L.C. - What do the initials mean?



International Board Certified Lactation Consultants (IBCLCs) are allied health care providers who, by meeting eligibility requirements and certifying by passing an independent examination, possess the necessary skills, knowledge, and attitudes to facilitate breastfeeding. 

With a focus on preventive health care, they encourage self-care and parental decision-making prenatally and postnatally. IBCLCs use a problem solving approach to provide appropriate information, recommendations, and referrals, in a variety of settings.

What is the importance of this credential?
IBCLC certification alone of all the other certifications awarded maintains minimum competency standards and provides on-going disciplinary and ethical oversight.
